IMO Alt Komitesi 6. Oturumunda sunulmak iizere hazirlanan ¢aligmalarin degerlendirilmesi, varsa
goriig ve Onerilerin bildirilmesi istenmektedir.

gelismelere uyum saglanamayacagi endigesi duyuldugu bildirilmektedir.

REQUEST TO ENCOURAGE SUPPORT FOR THE ICS SUBMISSION TO HTW 6
ABOUT A COMPREHENSIVE REVIEW OF THE STCW CONVENTION AND CODE

Action required: Members are invited to note an annotated version of the ICS
submission to HTW 6 about a comprehensive review of the STCW Convention
and Code, and to encourage their national Administrations to support the
recommendation to embark on such a review as soon as reasonably practicable.
Members will recall that ICS submitted document HTW 12/6/3 (ICS) to the upcoming
meeting of the IMO Sub-Committee on Human Element, Training and Watchkeeping
(HTW 6), being held from 29 April to 3 May 2019. The ICS submission outlines some
concerns of shipowners and operators regarding the STCW Convention and discusses
the possibility of its next comprehensive review by IMO.

Further to a request from the Manning & Training Sub-Committee at its last meeting,
the Secretariat has prepared an annotated version of the ICS submission to assist
Members with discussions at the national level ahead of HTW 6.

An annotated version of the ICS submission is attached at Annex A in Word format to
allow Members to use or amend as necessary, and the original ICS submission to
HTW 6 (as available on IMODOCS) is attached at Annex B for ease of reference.

Members are requested to draw the attention of their national Administrations
to the ICS submission to HTW 6 and encourage support for the recommendation
for a comprehensive review of the STCW Convention and Code, using the
annotated version of the document as necessary to assist with discussions.

The Secretariat has also prepared the some additional bullet points which Members
may find useful when discussing the ICS submission:
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o ICS has submitted document HTW 6/12/3 under “Any Other Business” to the next
meeting of the IMO Sub-Committee on Human Element, Training and
Watchkeeping (HTW 6), which is being held at IMO from 29 April to 3 May 20189.

e Based on feedback from shipowners and operators, ICS has identified that the
STCW Convention is facing a number of challenges, and recommends a
comprehensive review of the STCW Convention and Code at IMO to further
identify and subsequently address these (and any other) challenges.

e The purpose of the ICS submission to HTW 6 is to:

1. Make STCW Parties and other stakeholders aware that shipowners and
operators have concerns about the STCW Convention and Code;

2. Recommend to IMO and STCW Parties that a comprehensive review of the
STCW Convention and Code be conducted as soon as reasonably
practicable;

3. Ascertain the level of interest of STCW Parties and other stakeholders in
embarking on a comprehensive review of the STCW Convention and Code by
encouraging a preliminary discussion on the idea in principle at HTW 6; and

4. Find a Member State(s) that might be willing to “champion” the next
comprehensive review of the STCW Convention and Code by submitting a
formal proposal for a new output to the next session of the IMO Maritime
Safety Committee (MSC 102) in 2020.

o |CS considers that a comprehensive review of the STCW Convention and Code
should begin as soon as reasonably practicable because:

1. The impact of the current pace of technological, regulatory and operational
developments on requirements for the training of seafarers needs to be
adequately accounted for by the STCW Convention and Code; and

2. A comprehensive review leading to a revision of the STCW Convention is
likely to require around ten years to fully come into effect, due to the time it will
take to prepare, adopt and enter into force (e.g. review from 2021 to 2025,
revision adopted in 2025, entry into force in 2027, transition period until 2030).

If timely action regarding the STCW Convention is not taken at IMO, ICS is
concerned that the STCW Convention may no longer provide a set of
internationally recognized standards for the training and certification of seafarers,
deliver seafarers competent to perform the functions required on board ships, or
be able to respond or adapt to the current pace of change and developments.
