“Uluslararasi denizcilik igin diizenleyici otorite olan Uluslararasi Denizcilik Orguti (IMO)
tarafindan, Londra’daki Deniz Cevresini Koruma Komitesi (MEPC) 70inci Toplantisinda, 2020
yilinda %0.50 m/m kuresel kikirt Gst sinirinin uygulanmasi kararlastiriimistir.

Gemiler tarafindan kullanilan akaryakitin kukurt iceriginde 6nemli bir azaltma yapmak Uzere
uygulama tarihi 1 Ocak 2020 olarak saptanmis olup, bu hem gevre ve hem de insan saglidi icin
dénim noktasi teskil eden bir karardr.

Uluslararasi Denizcilik Orgiitii (IMO) tarafindan, Londra’daki 70inci MEPC Toplantisi
esnasinda, 2020 yilinda %0.50 m/m kiresel kiikart Gst sinirinin uygulanmasi karari alinmis
bulunmaktadir.

Bu, halen mevcut %3.5 m/m kiresel sinirindan énemli bir azaltma teskil etmekte ve
denizciligin ¢evre ile ilgili sorumluluklarini yerine getirdigini temin etmek icin IMO tarafindan
yapilan agik bir taahhtidi géstermektedir.

IMO Genel Sekreteri Kitack Lim, uluslararasi denizciligin ¢evre bakimindan en saglam
tasima sekli olarak kalmasi igin Orgutiin kararlihgini yansittigini séyledigi bu karari iyi
karsilamistir.

Mr. Lim sunlan séylemistir “Daha disuk kuresel kiikirt Gst sinirindan ileri gelen kikurt oksit
emisyonlarindaki azalmalarin gevre ve insan saghgi tizerinde, 6zellikle, mevcut emisyon kontrol
bélgelerinin de 6tesinde, liman sehirleri ve kiyi topluluklarinda yasayan insanlarin saghgi igin
onemli olan yararli bir etkisi olacaktir.”

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2020 kuresel kukurt Gst sinirinin etkin sekilde uygulanmasini saglamak igin daha baska
caligmalar Deniz Kirlenmesinin Onlenmesi ve Miidahale Alt Komitesi'nde (Sub-Committee on
Pollution Prevention and Response — PPR) devam edecektir.

Gemilerden kaynaklanan kikirt oksit emisyonlarini ydneten tiiziikkler Gemilerden ileri Gelen
Deniz Kirlenmesinin Onlenmesi Uluslararasi Konvansiyonu’nun (MARPOL Convention) Ek
VI”sina dahil edilmistir. Hem ¢evre ve hem de insan saglidi icin 6nemli tehlikeler olusturan ktikurt
oksitleri (SOx) ve diazot monoksitleri (nitrous oxides - NOx) dahil gemilerden ileri gelen
emisyonlar kontrol etmek Gzere MARPOL Ek VI giderek daha siki kurallar koymaktadir.

2020 tarihi, 2008 yilinda kabul edilen degisikliklerde kararlastirnimistir. Bu degisiklikler kabul
edildigi zaman 2020 tarihini karsilamak izere yeterli uygun akaryakitin saglanabilip
saglanamayacagini dederlendirmek icin 2018 yilina kadar bir yeniden gézden gegirme
yapilmasinin gerektigi de kabul edilmigtir. Béyle olmadidi takdirde bu tarih 2025 yilina
ertelenebilirdi. S6z konusu inceleme 2016 yilinda tamamlanmis ve MEPC 70’e sunulmustur.
Incelemede, akar yakit gereksinimlerini karsilamak igin yeterli uygun akaryakitin saglanabilecegi
sonucuna variimistir.

Yeni kuresel Ust sinira gére, 1 Ocak 2012’den beri yurirlikte olan simdiki %3.50 lik limite
karsilik gemilerin %0.50 m/m’den fazla olmayan bir kikart icerigi olan akaryakit kullanmalari
gerekecektir. “Gemide kullanilan akar yakit” yorumuna ana ve yardimci makinelerde ve
kazanlarda kullanilan dahildir. Geminin glivenligi veya denizde can kurtarma ile ilgili durumlarda
veya bir gemi veya teghizati hasar gérmus ise, muafiyetler taninmaktadir.

Dusuk kukartli uygun akar yakit kullanmak suretiyle gemiler bu gereksinimi karsilayabilir.
Yakildig1 zaman énemsiz kikurt oksit emisyonlarina yol agtidi igin, giderek artan sayida gemiler
yakit olarak gaz da kullanmaktadirlar. Bu, 2015 yilinda kabul edilen, Gazlar ve Diger Dustk
Parlama Noktasi Olan Yakitlari Kullanan Gemiler igin Uluslararasi Kod'un IMO tarafindan
gelistirimesi esnasinda kabul edilmistir. Diger bir alternatif yakit ise bazi kisa measafeli
hizmetlerde kullaniimakta olan metanolddr.

Emisyonlari atmosfere birakiimadan 6nce “temizleyen” egzos gazi temizleme
sistemleri veya “gaz temizleyicileri” (scrubbers) gibi onaylanmis esdegerli metodlar kullaniimasi
suretiyle, gemiler, SOx emisyon gereksinmelerini de karsilayabilirler. Bu takdirde, es degerli
diizenlemenin geminin Idaresi (Bayrak Devleti) tarafindan onaylanmasi gerekir.

IMO sets 2020 date for ships to comply with low sulphur fuel oil requirement

Briefing: 27 28/10/2016

The decision to implement a global sulphur cap of 0.50% m/m (mass/mass) in 2020 was
taken by the International Maritime Organization (IMO), the regulatory authority for
international shipping, during its Marine Environment Protection Committee (MEPC),
meeting for its 70th session in London.

In a landmark decision for both the environment and human health, 1 J anuary 2020 has been
set as the implementation date for a significant reduction in the sulphur content of the fuel
oil used by ships.

The decision to implement a global sulphur cap of 0.50% m/m (mass/mass) in 2020 was
taken by the International Maritime Organization (IMO), the regulatory authority for
international shipping, during its Marine Environment Protection Committee (MEPCQ),
meeting for its 70th session in London.

It represents a significant cut from the 3.5% m/m global limit currently in place and
demonstrates a clear commitment by IMO to ensuring shipping meets its environmental
obligations.

IMO Secretary-General Kitack Lim welcomed the decision which he said reflected the
Organization’s determination to ensure that international shipping remains the most
environmentally sound mode of transport.



“The reductions in sulphur oxide emissions resulting from the lower global sulphur cap are
expected to have a significant beneficial impact on the environment and on human health,
particularly that of people living in port cities and coastal communities, beyond the existing
emission control areas,” Mr. Lim said.

Further work to ensure effective implementation of the 2020 global sulphur cap will
continue in the Sub-Committee on Pollution Prevention and Response (PPR).

Regulations governing sulphur oxide emissions from ships are included in Annex VI to the
International Convention for the prevention of Pollution from ships (MARPOL Convention).
Annex VI sets progressive stricter regulations in order to control emissions from ships,
including sulphur oxides (SOx) and nitrous oxides (NOx) - which present major risks to both
the environment and human health.

The date of 2020 was agreed in amendments adopted in 2008. When those amendments
were adopted, it was also agreed that a review should be undertaken by 2018 in order to
assess whether sufficient compliant fuel oil would be available to meet the 2020 date. If not,
the date could be deferred to 2025. That review was completed in 2016 and submitted to
MEPC 70. The review concluded that sufficient compliant fuel oil would be available to
meet the fuel oil requirements.

Under the new global cap, ships will have to use fuel oil on board with a sulphur content of
no more than 0.50% m/m, against the current limit of 3.50%, which has been in effect since
1 January 2012. The interpretation of “fuel oil used on board” includes use in main and
auxiliary engines and boilers. Exemptions are provided for situations involving the safety of
the ship or saving life at sea, or if a ship or its equipment is damaged.

Ships can meet the requirement by using low-sulphur compliant fuel oil. An increasing

number of ships are also using gas as a fuel as when ignited it leads to negligible sulphur

oxide emissions. This has been recognised in the development by IMO of the International
Code for Ships using Gases and other Low Flashpoint Fuels (the IGF Code), which was
adopted in 2015. Another alternative fuel is methanol which is being used on some short sea
services. ' )(

Ships may also meet the SOx emission requirements by using approved equivalent methods,
such as exhaust gas cleaning systems or “scrubbers”, which “clean” the emissions before
they are released into the atmosphere. In this case, the equivalent arrangement must be
approved by the ship’s Administration (the flag State).

The new global cap will not change the limits in SOx Emission Control Areas (ECAS)
established by IMO, which since 1 January 2015 has been 0.10% m/m. The ECAs
established under MARPOL Annex VI for SOx are: the Baltic Sea area; the North Sea area;
the North American area (covering designated coastal areas off the United States and
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Canada); and the United States Caribbean Sea area (around Puerto Rico and the United
States Virgin Islands).
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
