ICS, denizcilik igin iddiali CO; emisyon azaltim hedefleri taahhiit ediyor

Uluslararast Deniz Ticaret Odasi (International Chamber of Shipping — ICS), Istanbul’da gerceklestirdigi Yillik Genel
Kurul Toplantisi’nda, iklim degisikligi hakkindaki Paris Anlagmasi’nin hedefleriyle uyum saglamak iizere, uluslararasi
denizcilik sekt6rii adina genis kapsamli bazi CO, emisyonlar1 azaltma hedeflerini kabul etmesi i¢in Uluslararasi
Denizcilik Orgiitii’ne (International Maritime Organization — IMO) bask1 yapmaya karar verdi.

ICS, diger denizcilik kuruluslariyla birlikte IMO Uye Devletlerine yonelik olusturdugu bir goriiste, IMO’nun iig
Ozendirici Hedefi (Aspirational Objectives) kabul etmesini teklif edecek. S5z konusu Hedefler asagidaki gibidir:

e Uluslararasi denizcilikten kaynaklanan yilik toplam CO; emisyonlarimn 2008 seviyelerinin altinda
tutmak,

e Uluslararasi deniz tasimaciliginda ortalama olarak her ton-km i¢in CO; emisyonlarini 2050 yilina kadar
2008 yilina kiyasla en az % 50 azaltmak,

¢ Siiregelen CO; emisyon azaltiminda bir hedef olarak, 2050 yilina kadar uluslararasi denizciligin yillik
toplam CO; emisyonlarini 2008 yilina kiyasla mutabik kalinmis bir orana indirmek.

ICS Bagkan1 Sn. Esben POULSSON Istanbul’da yaptig1 konusmasinda:

“Tipki karadaki faaliyetlerin artik Paris Anlagsmasi gergevesinde devietlerin taahhiitleri kapsaminda olmasi gibi,
IMO’nun da, denizcilik diizenleyicilerinin denizcilik sektiriinden kaynaklanan CO; emisyonlarint azaltmaya yonelik
sayilari ve tarihleri iceren bazi iddialt hedefleri kabul ettigine dair acik ve belirsizlik barindirmayan bir isareti kiiresel
topluma gondermesi ¢ok dnemlidir” dedi.

Sn. POULSSON: “Deniz tasimaciligi CO; emisyonlarinin azaltilmast konusunda ¢ok iyi bir gecmise sahiptir; fakat
ortak CO: azaltma hedeflerimizin ne olmasi gerektigine dair IMO’dan net bir isaret gelmedigi takdirde bunu
yonlendirmek zordur” dedi.

CO; emisyonlarinin azaltilmasinin tasimacilik ve siirdiiriilebilir kalkinmaya ydnelik muhtemel etkilerine iliskin
gelismekte olan iilkelerin duydugu endiseyi kabul eden ICS, IMO tarafindan kabul edilen hicbir hedefin,
denizcilik sektoriiniin toplam CQO; emisyonlarina ya da tek bir geminin CO; emisyonuna dair baglayic1 bir iist
limite iliskin herhangi bir taahhiit icermemesi gerektigini vurgulamaktadir.

POULSSON: “drtan ticaret ile birlikte etkileyici CO, emisyon azaltimlari, yalnizca -IMO stratejisi tarafindan
belirlenmesi gereken- alternatif fosil icermeyen yakitlarin gelistirilmesiyle basariabilir” dedi.

POULSSON, “Denizcilik endiistrisi uzun vadede, tipki diinya ekonomisinin geri kalan gibi, nihai olarak fosil yakittan
kurtulmalidir. Bu amaca ulasmak, izellikle alternatif yakitlarin gelistivilmesi, bircok yilimizi alabilir. Fakat bu yalnizca,
denizcilik endiistrisinin bazi iddialr hedeflerin IMO tarafindan kabul edilmesi i¢cin ¢aba harcamas: ve béylece tiim ilgili
taraflarmn oniimiizdeki govevin bilyiikliigii hakkinda fikir sahibi olmastyla basarilabilir” dedi.

ICS COMMITS SHIPPING TO AMBITIOUS CO2 REDUCTION OBJECTIVES

At its AGM in Istanbul, the International Chamber of Shipping (ICS) has agreed to
urge the International Maritime Organization (IMO) to adopt some dramatic CO2
reduction objectives — on behalf of the international shipping sector as a whole —in
order to match the ambition of the Paris Agreement on climate change.

In a submission to IMO Member States, being made in conjunction with other
shipping organisations, ICS will propose that IMO should adopt three Aspirational
Objectives:

o To maintain international shipping’s annual total CO2 emissions below
2008 levels;

e To reduce COz2emissions per tonne-km, as an average across
international shipping, by at least 50% by 2050, compared to 2008; and

e To reduce international shipping’s total annual CO2 emissions by an
agreed percentage by 2050, compared to 2008, as a point on a
continuing trajectory of CO2 emissions reduction.

Speaking in Istanbul, ICS Chairman, Esben Poulsson, commented:

“It is very important that IMO sends a clear and unambiguous signal to the global
community that shipping’s regulators have agreed some ambitious objectives, with
numbers and dates, for reducing the sector's CO2 emissions, in the same way that
land-based activity is now covered by government commitments under the Paris
Agreement.”

ICS wants IMO to remain in control of additional measures to address CO2 reduction
by ships and to develop a global solution, rather than risk the danger of market-
distorting measures at national or regional level.

“Shipping has a very good story to tell about reducing COz2 but this is difficult to
convey so long as there is no clear signal from IMO as to what our collective CO2
reduction objectives should be" said Mr Poulsson.



ICS will suggest that IMO should adopt these objectives as part of the initial IMO
CO:2 reduction strategy to be agreed in 2018, following the adoption of an IMO
Roadmap at the request of the industry in 2016.

Importantly, acknowledging concerns of developing nations about the possible
impacts of COz2 reduction for trade and sustainable development, ICS emphasises
that any objectives adopted by IMO must not imply any commitment to place a
binding cap on the sector’s total CO2 emissions or on the CO2 emissions of individual
ships.

“‘Dramatic COz2 reductions alongside increasing trade can only be achieved with the
development of alternative fossil-free fuels — something which needs to be identified
by the IMO strategy” Mr Poulsson emphasised.

He added “The long term future of the industry, like the rest of the world economy,
must eventually be fossil fuel free. The trajectory for getting there, not least the
development of alternative fuels, could well take us several decades. But this will
only be achieved if the industry itself pushes for the adoption by IMO of some
suitability ambitious objectives so that all concerned are under no illusion about the
scale of the task ahead.”

The ICS AGM in Istanbul was hosted by the Turkish Chamber of Shipping from 9-11
May.

Esben Poulsson (Singapore) was elected ICS Chairman in 2016. For 2017-2018 he
will be supported by the following Vice Chairmen: John Adams (Bahamas),
Emanuele Grimaldi (Italy), Mark Martecchini (Liberia) and Karin Orsel (Netherlands).

Notes

According to the 2014 IMO GHG Study, infemnational shipping emitted 921 million
tonnes of COz in 2008. As a result of technical and operational measures, this figure
declined by 13% to less than 800 million tonnes of CO2 in 2012 or 2.2% of the
world’s total CO2 emissions. In the absence of additional CO; reduction measures
however, total CO2 from international shipping is currently projected by IMO to
increase above 2008 levels due to additional demand for maritime transport.

ICS is the principal global trade association for shipowners. Its member national
shipowners’ associations, from 37 nations, cover all sectors and trades and over
80% of the world merchant fleet.

ICS (together with BIMCO, INTERCARGO and INTERTANKO) will be making a joint
submission on behalf of the global shipping industry to the IMO Marine Environment
Protection Committee, which meets during the first week of July, preceded by a



week-long Intersessional Working Group which will begin the development of an IMO
strategy for reducing CO2 from shipping.

International shipping (and international aviation) is not covered by the Intended
Nationally Determined Contributions (INDCs) committed by governments as part of
the UNFCCC Paris Agreement adopted in 2015. Under the UNFCCC Kyoto
Protocol, the mandate for addressing CO_ from shipping remains with IMO until
2020.
