Denizcilik Sektorii Iklim Degisikligine Yénelik Kiiresel Uzlagmalar Desteklemekte ve IMO
Onderliginde Ciddi CO2 Azaltimlan Yapilmasi Amacina Bagh Kalmaktadir

Paris’teki Birlesmis Milletler Konferansi’nda Uluslararasi Deniz Ticaret Odasi (ICS) tarafindan temsil
edilen kiiresel denizcilik sektorii, iklim degisikligi hakkinda tiim diinyayi ilgilendiren bir anlagmaya tam
destegini sunacaktir.

Denizcilik sektdril, tiim diinya ticaret filosunda CO2 emisyonunun ciddi oranlarda azaltmas: amacina
baghdir. Bu hedefi korumanin ve siirdiirmenin en giivenli yolu, BM’ye bagli Uluslararasi Denizcilik
Orgiitii (IMO)’niin konuyla ilgili yonetmelikleri gelistirmeye devam etmesi olacaktir.

Deniz ticareti, kiiresel ekonominin can damaridir; uluslararas ticaretin yam sira dokme ham madde
tagimacilif1 ve gida ya da sanayi iiriinlerin ithalati/ihracati da deniz ticaretine baglidir. Diinya ticaretinin
%901 deniz yoluyla yapilmakta olup, deniz tasimacilig: diger ticari tasima yollar1 arasinda en yiiksek
enerji verimlilifini saglamaktadir. Deniz tagimaciligi, bu nedenle, iklim degisikligini engellemeye
yonelik ¢6ziimiin bir pargasidir.

Kiiresel denizcilik sektorii, diinyadaki toplam CO2 emisyonu igindeki %2.2 payina orantili olarak, CO2
emisyonunu azaltmak i¢in diinya iilkeleri tarafindan uygulanan tedbirlerde sorumluluk alip katki
saglamayi kabul etmektedir.

IMO verilerine gore, denizcilik diinyas1 CO2 emisyonlarin1 2007 den beri %10un iizerinde azaltmugtir.
Uluslararas: deniz tasimacilig faaliyetlerinin, diinya ekonomisinin sebep oldugu CO2 emisyonlari
icindeki payr 2007°de %2.8 iken, bu oran 2012’de sadece %2.2 olarak Olgtilmiistiir. Kargolardan
kaynakli emisyonlar ise gectigimiz on yilda kilometre ve ton basina yaklasik %20 azalmig, bunun nedeni
yakit verimliligi igin sert tedbirlerin alinmas1 olmustur.

Paris’teki Pompidou Merkezi’nde deniz tasimacilityla ilgili diizenlenen &zel bir etkinlikte konusan ICS
Genel Sekreteri Peter Hinchliffe, CO2 emisyonlarinin yakin gelecekte daha fazla azaltilacagina dikkat
cekti:

“IMO’nun simdiye kadar kabul ettigi zorunlu ynetmelikler geregi, 2025’ten sonra insa edilecek tiim
gemiler, giiniimiizde galigan gemilerle karsilastirildiginda en az %30 daha verimli olacak. Teknik ve
isletmeye ySnelik tedbirler ile yeni teknoloji bir araya geldiginde, uluslararas: denizcilik sektériiniin ton
ve kilometre bagina CO2 emisyonunu 2050°den 6nce %50’ye kadar azaltmasi bekleniyor.

Mevcut emisyon azaltmalarina eklenecek bu ciddi oranlar, gergekgi ve gergek olacaktir. Daha biiyiik
gemilerimiz, daha iyi motorlarimiz, daha temiz yakitlarimiz ve daha akilli hiz yOnetim sistemlerimiz
olacaktir. Gemilerin hava kirliligini azaltmak igin siilfiir icerigi diisiik yakat kullanma zorunlulugu, yakit
verimliligini arttirmak igin 6nemli bir baska tesvik saglayacak.”

IMO, sektoriin tam destegini alarak bugiinlerde yeni tedbirler tasarliyor. Sektoriin miimkiin olan en kisa
siirede zorunlu olarak gérmek isteyecegi bir sonraki adim, CO2 emisyonu verilerinin her gemiden ayr1
ayr1 toplanmasi olacak.



Hinchliffe:

“Diinya refahi igin vazgegilmez bir noktada olan deniz ticaretindeki bilylimeye ragmen, CO2
emisyonlarinda son yillarda yapilan ciddi azaltmalar, denizcilik faaliyetlerinin sifir emisyon hedefiyle
bilylime yolunda bagariyla ilerledigini gosteriyor,” dedi. Birlesmis Milletler Ticaret ve Kalkinma
Konferansi (UNCTAD)’nin son verilerine gore, gelismekte olan ve gelismis iilkelerin hepsi deniz
ticaretinden esit olarak faydalanir ve bunun saglanmasi BM’nin Siirdiiriilebilir Kalkinma Hedefleri’ne
ulagilmasi igin gok 6nemlidir. ICS; gelecekteki CO2 tedbirlerinin siirdiiriilebilir ticareti desteklemek ve
gelismekte olan ekonomilerin ¢ikarlarim korumak igin diinya genelinde ayni sekilde uygulanmasini
saglayacak yasa koyucu tek kurulusun IMO oldugunu bildirmektedir.

SHIPPING INDUSTRY SUPPORTS GLOBAL CLIMATE CHANGE DEAL AND IS
COMMITTED TO AMBITIOUS CO2 REDUCTION LED BY IMO

The global shipping industry, represented at the United Nations Conference in Paris
by the International Chamber of Shipping (ICS), fully supports a global deal on
climate change.

The shipping industry is committed to ambitious CO2 emissions reduction across the
entire world merchant fleet. This will best be guaranteed if further regulation
continues to be led by the UN International Maritime Organization (IMO).

Shipping is the lifeblood of the global economy without which intercontinental trade,
the bulk transport of raw materials and the import/export of food and manufactured
goods would not be possible. About 90% of world trade is carried by sea and
shipping is already by far the most energy efficient mode of commercial transport.
Shipping is therefore part of the solution to preventing climate change.

Proportionate to its 2.2% share of the world’s total CO2 emissions, international
shipping accepts its responsibility to contribute to the CO2 reduction measures being
taken by the global community.

IMO data shows that shipping has already reduced total CO2 emissions by more
than 10% since 2007. The share of the world economy’s CO2 emissions from
international shipping was just 2.2% in 2012 compared to 2.8% in 2007, while CO2
per tonne of cargo transported one kilometre by sea has fallen around 20% in the
past ten years as a result of aggressive fuel efficiency measures.

Speaking at a special shipping event at the Pompidou Centre in Paris, ICS Secretary
General, Peter Hinchliffe, highlighted the additional CO2 reductions that will be
achieved in the immediate future:

“Mandatory regulations already adopted by IMO will ensure that all ships built after
2025 will be at least 30% more efficient than ships operating today. Combined with
further technical and operational measures plus new technology, international
shipping should be able to reduce its CO2 per tonne-kilometre by 50% before 2050.”

Mr Hinchliffe added:



“These dramatic further CO2 reductions will be genuine and real. We will have
bigger ships, better engines, cleaner fuels and smarter speed management. The
mandatory worldwide use by ships of low sulphur fuel to reduce air pollution will
provide a further significant incentive to improve fuel efficiency.”

With full industry support, IMO is now developing additional global measures. The
next step will be the collection of CO2 emissions data from individual ships, which the
industry would like to see mandatory as soon as possible.

Mr Hinchliffe said:

“Despite further growth in maritime trade on which the prosperity of the world
depends, the significant CO reductions achieved in recent years suggests that
shipping is well on course for carbon neutral growth.” '

Recent data from the United Nations Conference on Trade and Development
(UNCTAD) makes clear that developing and developed nations are equal
beneficiaries of maritime trade, which is critical to the achievement of the UN's
Sustainable Development Goals. ICS asserts that IMO is the only regulatory body
that can ensure that future CO2 measures are implemented on a uniform and
worldwide basis that will support sustainable trade and the interests of developing
economies.
